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MOSQUITO ABATEMENT

The City has geared
up for the 2014
mosquito  season

through the
implementation  of
periodic  larvicide

applications in road
side storm sewer
inlets and structures
and publicly-owned
areas with open
water. This year the
City of Woodstock
has once again
contracted with
Clarke  Mosquito
Control to assist with mosquito abatement.
Throughout the season you may notice Clarke
technicians bicycling throughout the City depositing
pellets into public storm drains and catch basins in
hopes of controlling the mosquito population before
they become adult insects. Besides delivering
integrative & environmentally-responsible mosquito
control, it is also Clarke’s goal to reduce their
footprint on the environment. Clarke’s
Environmental Plan states, “The increased use of
bicycling creates a more sustainable environment
by reducing traffic congestion, vehicle exhaust
emissions, noise, and energy consumption”.

According to Clarke Mosquito Control, individuals
can take the following steps to protect themselves
against infection and assist in the fight against West
Nile Virus:

o If outdoors when mosquitoes are active,
dress in light-colored, long-sleeved clothing,
long pants and socks when outdoors during
prime mosquito hours. Apply mosquito
repellent with DEET to clothing and
exposed skin in accordance with label
directions.

o Discard any outdoor container that might
hold water and empty water from wading
pools and birdbaths once a week.

o Keep grass cut short and shrubbery well-
trimmed around the house so adult
mosquitoes will not hide there.

o Since dead birds (crows, blue jays and
raptors) can be the first warning that West
Nile Virus is present in the area, report dead
birds on your property to your county health
department.

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EMERALD ASH BORER (EAB)

Many of the Ash trees in Woodstock have become
infested with Emerald Ash Borer (EAB) and are in
a stage of decline or are already dead. If you have
an Ash tree near your home, look for symptoms of
EAB:

e The tree canopy thins or dies back as
nutrients and water are unable to reach the
top.

e Suckers or new young branches sprout from
the tree’s trunk, lower branches, or base.

e Woodpeckers make holes in the bark or
branches as they look for an EAB lunch.

If you believe you have an Ash tree that could be
infested with EAB, don’t hesitate to call the City’s
Department of Public Works, 815-338-6118, to
request an inspection from the City’s Arborist.
The City will continue to respond to calls for
inspection and maintenance of Ash trees, as well as
all trees that need attention.

report in the Journal of Occupational and
Organizational Psychology.

The study identified many types of activities as
creative, ranging from writing short stories to
playing video games. Whatever their creative
activities, the participants usually described it as a
deep experience that provides a lot of satisfaction
for them. In addition, they mentioned the rewards
stemming from self-expression and the opportunity
to really discover something about themselves. The
study found that, overall, having creative pursuits
away from work resulted in a positive effect on
problem solving and assisting others while on the
job.
