Armed Robbery Arrest 

 

On Tuesday, October 25, 2016 at approximately 9:12 P.M., the Woodstock Police Department responded 

to the parking lot of 1230 Davis Road, Woodstock, in reference to a report of an armed robbery and 

aggravated battery that had just occurred. 

 

Officers located the adult male victim who was bleeding from several injuries to his head and face. He 

was treated for his injuries by the Woodstock Fire/Rescue Department.  

 

The investigation into the incident revealed that the victim was walking to his car after finishing his shift 

at work. Once at his car he was confronted by two subjects, one of which pointed a handgun at him and 

demanded his cellular phone. When the victim refused to hand over his phone, the suspect with the 

handgun struck him in the head with the butt of the gun. The other suspect used a closed fist to strike the 

victim in the face. The suspects took the victim’s cellular phone and his wallet, and then fled the scene.  

 

The Woodstock Police Department’s Criminal Investigation Division was able to identify the suspects 

through surveillance videos from area businesses, interviews of witnesses, and with the assistance of the 

victim. The suspects were identified as, Bryan Estrada and Andres Hernandez. Upon conferring with the 

McHenry County State’s Attorney’s Office, search warrants for a Woodstock residence and a Woodstock 

hotel room were approved, as were charges of Armed Robbery, Aggravated Robbery, Theft, Mob Action, 

and Aggravated Battery.  

 

Detectives eventually located and arrested Estrada and Hernandez without incident. They remain in 

custody at the McHenry County Jail.
